In 2024, Arkansas 4th graders scored worse than their 2019 peers on NAEP Math and the 
state ranked 48th in the nation.  All Arkansas 4th grade student groups scored worse on 
NAEP Math in 2024 compared with their 2013 peers, and achievement gaps widened.    

In 2024, Arkansas 8th graders scored nearly a grade level worse than their 2019 peers on 
NAEP Math, a trend that has persisted since 2013. Every Arkansas 8th grade student group 
scored at least a full grade level worse on NAEP Math in 2024 than in 2013. Arkansas 8th 
graders ranked 43rd in the nation on NAEP Math in 2024.
