2024 Kansas NAEP Math Takeaway

In 2024, Kansas 4th graders scored worse than their 2019 peers on NAEP Math, and their
state ranked fell to 29th. In 2024, all Kansas 4th grade student groups scored worse on
NAEP Math compared with their 2013 peers, notably black, Hispanic and FRL students
scored more than one grade level worse which widened achievement gaps.

In 2024, Kansas 8th graders scored nearly a grade level worse than their 2019 peers on
NAEP Math, a trend that has persisted since 2013. In 2024, every Kansas 8th grade
student group scored at least one and a half grade levels worse on NAEP Math than in
2013 peers, and the achievement gap widened. In 2024, Kansas 8th graders ranked 24th
on NAEP Math, down from 11th in 2013.
